1. In preparation for the Misamis Occidental Provincial Meet 2025, this Division
announces the conduct of the Ozamiz City Meet SY 2024-2025, which will follow a
simplified selection format per event to complete the Ozamiz Division Athletic
Association Delegation. This activity shall be done at designated venues on November
6, 7 and 8, 2024.

2. This sports activity aims to select qualified athletes, coaches, and chaperons
for the Misamis Occidental Provincial Meet which will be announced in a separate
Memorandum.

3. To comply with DepEd Order (DO) No. 9, s. 2005 provisions, titled: Instituting
Measures to Increase Engaged Time on Task and Ensuring Compliance therewith,
the following shall be adopted:

a. All schools are required to update and enhance their respective School
Sports Clubs. (Refer to DepEd Sports Manual: adopting mandatory sports
and preferred sports based on context)

b. All athletes’ selection modalities, such as after-class tryouts and Inter-
Sports Club tune up games, Intramurals, among others, shall be employed
to ensure the selection of quality athletes,

c. Practices shall be done during PE/Sports hours, as reflected in the class
programs, after class, during weekends, and

d. The winner-take-all policy shall be applied in Team Events.

e. For Athletics, Swimming, and Archery, the Palarong Pambansa qualifying
standards shall not be used during the City Meet.

f. Winners shall represent the Division to the Misamis Occidental Provincial
Meet.

4. This activity aligns with the MATATAG Agenda's activities, which envisions
implementing resilient reforms in the curriculum implementation, quality basic
education services, maximum provision of education facilities, protection of learner
well-being, and development of teacher support programs.
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S. Cut-off Year for Athlete's Eligibility:
a. For an elementary athlete, the cut-off age/year is 13 years old or must
have been born on or after January 1, 2012, and
b. For a secondary athlete, the cut-off age is 18, or must have been born on
or after January 1, 2007. Athletes born before said date shall be
immediately disqualified from the Division, Regional, and Palarong
Pambansa.

6. All PSDSs and School Heads shall observe the timelines and activity windows:

a. September 9, 2024 - Provincial ExeCom Meeting at Ozamiz City

b. September 10 - 30, 2024 - School Sports Club Enhancements / Activities,
Intramurals (Activities shall be monitored by the SGOD)

c. October 1 - 20, 2024 - District Sports Activities such as, inter school
Sports Club games (simplified selection of athletes for the city meet)

d. October 21-23, 2024 - Submission of the List of Qualified Athletes for the
2024 City Meet

e. October 24-25, 2024 - Screening of Athletes Documents (downloadable
and printable forms shall be provided to all school sports club focal
persons)

f.  October 28 - 30, 2024 - window for final meetings for the 2024 City Meet

g. November 6, 2024 - Opening Activity of the 2024 City Meet in the morning
and Start of the Games in the afternoon

h. November 7-8, 2024 - continuation of games until championships. (No
Medals but only Certificates shall be given to winners.)

i. November 14-15, 2024 - Deliberation of the Qualified Athletes and
Coaches for the 2025 Misamis Occidental Provincial Meet.
